SBB can also load balance the energy and largely secure renewable electricity to SBB:s
charging posts.

This has been a fantastic
collaboration with the City of Vasteras and NCC. We now have a sustainable property with its
own energy supply that is environmentally classified according to Miljobyggnad Silver
ready,”says llija Batljan, CEO and Founder, Samhallsbyggnadsbolaget i Norden AB.
